Event wise Rules& Regulations for 

Inter-college Youth Festival

1. Music

(a) Classical Vocal Solo: (Hindustani / Karnataki)

(1)  Only one entry per Institution setting is allowed. Duration of performance 12-15 minutes.

(2) Time for stage/instruments setting is maximum 5 minutes.

(3) Maximum number of accompanist is two.

(4) Items can be prepared in either Hindustani or Karnataki style.

(5) Cinema are not allowed under this item.

(6) Sufficient thought and care must be exercised in the choice of Raga and Composition.

(7) Judgement will be based on the qualities like tal, selection of raga,composition and general impression.

(b) Semi Classic Vocal (Solo)

(1) Only one entry per university is allowed.

(2)  Time for stage/instruments setting is maximum 5 minutes.

(3)  Maximum number of accompanist is two.

(4)  Items can be prepared in either Hindustani or Karnataki style.

(5)  Cinema are not allowed.

(6) Maximum time will be of 15 minutes while minimum time will be of 12 minutes.

(C) Classical Instrumental Solo (Percussion-Tal Vadya)

(1) Only one entry per institution is allowed. Duration of performance 12-15 minutes.

(2) Time for stage/instruments setting is maximum 5 minutes.

(3) maximum number of accompanist is two.

(4) Participants must bring their own Instruments.

(5) Items can be prepared in either Hindustani or Karnataki style

(6) Judgement will be based on the qualities like tal, selection of raga, composition and general impression.

    (D) Classical instrumental solo(non-percussion-swar vadya)

(1) only one entry per institution is allowed. Duration of performance 12-15 minutes.

(2) Time for stage/instruments setting is maximum 5 minutes.

(3) Maximum number of accompanists is two.

(4) Participants must being their own instruments, Casio not allowed.

(5) Instruments of western origin adopted to the India raga system are allowed.

(6) Item cab be presented in either Hindustani & Karnataki style.

(7) Judgment will be base on the qualities like, swara, tal, selection of raga,

   composition  and general impression.

(e) Light Vocal(India)

(1) only one entry per institution is allowed.

(2) Time for stage/instrument setting is maximum 2 minutes.

(3) The number of accompanists would not be more than two.

(4) Duration of the song shall be between 4 to 6 minutes.

(5) Only non-film songs/geet ghazal/ bhajan/shabad and abhangas can be presented.

(6) Judgment will be made on the qualities like, swara, tal, selection of raga    

        composition  and general impression etc.

     (f) Western Vocal Solo

(1) Only  one entry per institution is allowed.

(2) Time for stage/instruments setting is maximum 2 minutes.

(3) The number of accompanists would not be more than two.

(4) Duration of the song shall be between 4 to 6 minutes.

(5) Language of the song shall only be English.

(6) Judgment will be made on the qualities like, composition rhythm, co-ordination and general impression.

              (g) Group Song (Indian)

(1) only one entry per institution is allowed.

(2) A tem has to present tow songs, 9one patriotic and another will be folk song.

(3) Maximum 6 singers in a group and number of accompanists playing instruments shall be three.

(4) The group songs should be taken from Indian songs which can be in regional language.

(5) No film song should be presented as group song.

(6) Maximum time allowed for the group song is 10 minutes and minimum time is 8 which does not include setting time. The setting time for a group shall not exceed 4 minutes.

(7) Judging of this items will been the basis of quality of singing only and not on make-up, costumes and actions of the team.

(H) Group Song (Western)

(1) Only one entry per institution is allowed.

(2) maximum 6 singers in a group. Maximum number of  accompanists playing instruments  shall be  three.

(3) The group songs should be  taken from English language.

(4) Maximum time allowed for the group song is 10 minutes which does not include setting time. The setting  time for a group shall not exceed 5 minutes.

(5) Judging of this item will be on the basis of quality of singing only and not on make-up, costumes and action of the team.

(I) Vaar Singing

  Accompanist should be in different dress from the student participants so    

  that they could be easily identified. They will sit/stand  separately from  

  the participants and will not  lead the team.

(2) Up to 2 accompanists are allowed so that the number  of students + accompanists in the team can be 2+2, 3=1 or 4+0.

(3) Time for stage/instruments setting : uptp 2 minutes.

(4) A student can play instrument  and sing in place of professional  accompanist but the total number of participants shall be  4 (four). Only traditional instruments of Punjab are allowed.

(5) A Vaar  will be only traditional verse forms only  heroic deeds of prominent patriotic personages of Indian history should, form the subjects of Vaar singing.

(6) Judgment will be based on skill imitating, variety, of sound and voices initiated, presentation.

(7) Time allowed 5-7 minutes.

(J) Folk –Orchestra

(1) each university can send only one team.

(2) The team shall consist of up to 12 participants.

(3)  The group can consist of all boys or all girls or combined.

(4) The duration of the performance will be a minimum for 7 and 8  maximum for  

         10 minutes.

(5) This does not include setting time which shall not be more that 5 minutes.

(6) Up to three  professional  accompanists are allowed who should be  in  different   

         dress from the student participants so that they could  be  easily identified.

(7) The professional accompanists shall sit/stand separately. Form the participants 

         and  shall no lead the team.

(8) The team may present preferably those folk tunes which are recognized as folk 

         tunes of the state to which the university belongs.

2. Dance
(a)  Bhangra

(1) Only one entry per institution is allowed.

(2) Maximum 10 participants allowed per team. The team many consist of all boys, all girls or  a mixture of both.

(3) The number of accompanists permissible is five.

(4) The dance is to be Bhangra  with inclusion of Jhumar, Luddi, Mirza, Dhamal, Phummnia etc. or a folk dance(Indian style) but not a classical one.

(5) Duration  of dance should not be more than 10 minutes.

(6)  Three copies of a brief note giving the theme an the text of song if any, is to be submitted along with the entry form at the time of registration.

(7) The participating team will be responsible for removal of their sets/properties etc. immediately after the completion of their performance.

(8) Judgment will be based on the basis of Rhythm, Formation, Expression, Costumes, makeup, sets on overall effect.

(9) Time for sets/instruments setting is maximum 5 minutes.

(10) Time will be  counted with effect from the opening / raising  of the  curtain. In case curtain does not exist then time will be counted w.e.f.  1st  beat of Dhol.

(b) Gidha

(1) Only one entry per institution  is allowed.

(2) Maximum 10 participants allowed  per team. The team may consist of all boys, all girls or a mixture of both.

(3) The number of accompanists permissible is five.

(4) Duration  of  a dance should  not be  more than 10 minutes.

(5) Three copies of a brief note giving  the  theme an the  text of song if  any , is to be submitted along with the  entry form at the time of  registration.

(6) The participating team will be  responsible for removal of their  sets/properties etc. immediately after the completion of their performance.

(7) Judgment will be based on the  basis of   Rhythm formation, Expression, Costumes, Makeup, sets on overall Effect.

(8) Time for sets/instruments setting is maximum 5 minutes.

(9) Time will be counted with effect from the opening /raising of the curtain. In case curtain does not exist the time will be counted w.e.f  1st  beat of Dholak/start  of boli.

(10) In giddha Dhol is not allowed.

(11) Singing of bolis  by only participants is allowed, no background boli is allowed.

(c ) Malwayee Gidha

(1) Only one entry  per institution is allowed.

(2) Maximum 10 participants allowed per team. The team may consist of all boys, all girls or a mixture  of both.

(3) The number  of accompanists permissible is five.

(4) Duration of a dance should not be more than 10 minutes.

(5) Three copies of a brief note giving the theme an the text of song if  any is to be submitted along with the entry form at the time of registration.

(6) The participating team will be responsible for removalof their sets properties etc. immediately after the completion of their performance.

(7) Judgment will bw based on the basis of Rhythm, Formation, Expression, Costumes, makeup, sets on Overall Effect.

(8) Time for sets/instruments setting is maximum 5 minutes.

(9) Time will be counted with effect from the opening/raising of the curtain. In case curtain does not exist  the time will be counted w.e.f 1st  beat of Dholak/start of boli.

(10) In Giddha Dhol is not allowed.

(11) Singing of bolis by only participants is allowed, no background boli is allowed.

(d) Classical Dance (Indian) (Solo)

(1) Each institute can send only one entry.

(2) The classical dance can be  from  any of the approved schools of dance, such as Kathak, Kathakli, Bharat Natyam, Manipuri, Kuchipudi, Mohinittam, Odyissi, etc.

(3) Participants will be allowed up to 12-15 minutes inclding time for preparation. Maximum three accompanists are permissible.

(4) Judgment  will be  based on the qualities   like  Tal, Technique, Rhythm, Abhinaya or Expression, Costumes, Footwork and general  impression etc.

(5) Three copies of a brief note on the description of dance story involved in it, if nay, and of the accompanying song, with its meaning in Hindi or English must be submitted at the time of registration.

(6) Cassette playing is not allowed.

3. Literary Events.

a) Quiz

(1) Each  institute can send team of three persons.

(2) There will be a written  preliminary round and team will be selected for the final.

(3) Finals will be  oral with audio-visual questions.

(4) The specific rules regarding  evaluation  procedure, time to reply a particular answer and the type of round, will be given before the actual start of the competition.

(5) Quiz master should frame the question (to be discussed)

b) Elocution
(1) Each institute will be represented by one speaker.

(2) Medium of expression will be hindi or English.

(3) Each speaker will be allowed to speak for maximum of 5 minutes  and minimum of 4 minutes.

(4) Subject/topic of Elocution will be announced 2 hours in advance at main stage.

(5) The performance will be judged in one language.

(6) The item shall be prose or poetry and  not song.

(7) The sequence of speakers will be decided by a draw of lots.

(c )  Debate

(1) Each institute will be represented by the two debater’s one will speak for; while 


another will speak AGAINST the motion.

(2) Medium of expression will be Hindi or English.

(3) Topic  of debate will be announced 24 hours in advance

(4) Each debater will be allowed to  speak for a maximum of 5 minutes and 


minimum of 4 minutes.

(5) The competitor from each institution will speak for   and AGAINST the motion. 


Paper reading is not allowed.

(6) The team will follow one language.

4.  Theatre

c) One Act Play

(1) Only one entry shall be accepted from each institute.

(2) The duration of the play should be  25-30 minutes.

(3) Time will be counted as soon as  the signal  is  given or the team starts  giving introduction, whichever is earlier. Empty stage to empty stage shall be  followed strictly. For stage setting and removal of set and properties, up to 10 minutes will be given after taking charge of the stage.

(4) The number of participants should not exceed nine and the maximum number of accompanists should not exceed three. The participating team shall bring their own set/stage property, make  up material etc. light and general property such as ordinary furniture may be provided on advance information.

(5) Participants may speak in Hindi, English or any regional language of India. In case, the language is a regional one, the synopsis of the play with translation in English or Hindi must be submitted to the in charge of the competition on the day of registration.

(6) The participating team must report to the incharge  of the competition at least two hours before the presentation for the play.

(7) Judgment will most likely be based on the  qualities of the play like theme, work on acting, stage craft, design and general impression, etc.

(8) Decisions  of the panel of judges will be final and binding upon all.

(9) Accompanists will with  speak from the background or will play upon musical instruments for background music. They shall not appear on the stage.

                   (b) Skit

(1) Only one team per  institute will be allowed.

(2) Maximum number of  six participants are allowed to participate in this item.

(3)  The number of accompanists permissible is three.

(4)  Maximum time allowed for each team is 8-10 minutes.

(5)  Use of make-up, drapery and background music is allowed. No personal remarks, aspersions, character assassination etc. is allowed.

(6)  Participating team should submit three copies of the synopsis of the theme of skit, along with language of presentation (Hindi or English) on the day of registration.

(7)  The item will be judged basically on the qualities like theme, work on acting, stage craft, design and general impression.

(8)  Vulgarity or bitter insinuation in presentation should be avoided. Only innocent satire or humour is expected.

                       (c) Mime

(1) Only one team per  institute will be entertained.

(2)  Maximum number of  six participants are allowed to participate in this item.

(3)  The number of accompanists permissible is two.

(4)  Judgement will mostly likely be based on the qualities like idea, creativity of presentation, use of make-up, music and general impression.

(5)  Duration of performance shall be a maximum of 5 minutes & minimum of 4 minutes.

4. Mimicry

1) Each student artist shall be given maximum of 5 minutes & minimum of 4 minutes item both in the Zonal and Inter-Zonal Festivals.

2) Participants may mimic sound of manchines and speeches of well-known persons etc. including film personalities.

3)  Only one entry.

4)  Markiting will be based on:

i) Skill imitating

ii) Variety of sound and voices imitated.

iii) Presenation

5)          Medium of expression will be a hindi or English

6)          it shoud necessarily be cultured and pleasant piece of art.

                 5. Fine Arts

       (a ) On the spot painting 

             
1.  Each institute will be represented by one participant.

                
2. Item will be conducted on the spot and participants will be requested to do 

     painting on the subject given by the Incharge(s) of  the competition.

3. Maximum duration will not be more than 2 hours and 30 minutes and  minimum 

     should be 2 hours.

4. size of the painting will be half imperial size drawing paper i.e. 22  inches x 15  

     inches.

5.  Painting can be done in oil ,water , poster or pastel colours.

6.  Candidates shall bring their own material like brushes , paints etc. only              

     the per/sheet will be provided by the host institute.

   (b ) Collage 

1. Each institute will be represented by one participant.

2. Item will be conducted on the spot on the given topic/subject, Sheet size 15”x 22”.

3. Maximum duration will not be more than 2 hours and 30 minutes and minimum should be 2 hours.

4. Participants shall bring  their own scissors , pasting and other material required for the contest.

5. Collage has to be prepared from old magazines. The host University will provide the drawing paper of the size 22”x 15” (half imperial).

(c) Poster manking

1. Each institute will be represented by one participant.

2. Item will be conducted on the spot and the participants will be requested to do  

    poster making on the subject/topic/theme given by  the incharege of the    
    competition.

3. Maximum duration will not be more than 2 hours and 30 minutes and minimum 

    should be 2 hours.

4. The participants shall bring their own material. Only the drawing paper/sheet 

     22”x15” will be provided by the organizers.

(d)  Clay Modeling

(1) Each Institute will be represented by one participant.

(2) Item will be conducted on the spot.

(3) Maximum duration will not be more than  2  hours and 30 minutes and minimum should be 2 hours.

(4) Topics/size an other specific rules shall be announced on the spot.

(5) Size of the item should not be less than 10” in height with permissible varation of 5%.

(6) Clay shall be provided by the host Institution.

(e) Cartooning

(1) Each institute will be represented by  one participant.

(2) Item will be conducted on the spot on the given subject/idea.

(3) Maximum duration will not be more than  2  hours and 30 minutes and minimum should be 2 hours.

(4) Participants shall bring their  own material. Only the drawing paper (22 ”x15” size) will be provided by the host University.

(f) Rangoli

(1) Each institute will be represented by  one participant.

(2) Maximum duration will not be more than  2  hours and 30 minutes and minimum should be 2 hours

(3) Participants shall bring their  own material.This art is known differently in various regions such as mandna ,alpana alekhan ,kolam 

(4) Rangoli etc. for this the medium and form for expression can be free 

(5) Hand ,pictorial and descriptive.

(6) Only one medium shall be used-poster colours or flowers petals or saw-dust or pulses or rice without pasting . 

(7) The participants shall have to prepare a Rangoli within the space provided by the organizers.

(8) The size of the rangoli will be 2’ x  2’ to 4’ x 4’with a permissible variation  of 5% of the size of the rangoli.

Important 

 The participants are requested to study the rules and regulations for the various events given above. The decision of the judges appointed for different  events shall be final binding upon all. 

Additional Points

1. For quiz preliminary,100 questions will be  attempted in 30  minutes and five teams will qualify for the final (Topics will be prepared on the Cultural Affairs, History, Politics, IT Business, India & World).

2. Certificate will be distributed on the spot. For this purpose the host college must depute adequate staff and equipment computer person for this purpose.

3. It was also decide that all the college will send the eligibility performa of their participants and accompanists latest by 10 days the university along with detail of boarding and lodging arrangement required.

4. Vaar singing, Punjabi Folk Dance and Punjabi Folk Song events that will be held at PTU level competition and these items will not be considered for Inter-University Youth Festival. PTU has introduced Bhangra and Giddha as an event in which any college can participate will compete upto Inter Zonal Youth Festival Level. Punhabi Folk Dance event will not be send to Inter Unversity Youth featival at GNDU, Amritsar.

5. Budget Allocation:- The university will pay a lump sum amount for inter collge zonal festival as Rs. 95000 and Rs. 1,25,000 for final inter zonal youth festival to the host college. The college must produce bills of the expenditure duly signed by the collage principal, within 10 days of the function.

6. Entries Fees: The institute will have to deposit the entry fees with the registrar, PTU and Jalandhar at least 7 days before the commencement of the Cultural Festival. The entry fees structure will be as under:

a) Institute with the total sanction intake up  to 250   Rs.2500/-  student  and  non participating institutes.

b) Institute with the total sanctioned  intake upto 500     Rs.5000/- students.

c) Institute with the total sanctioned intake  upto  1000   Rs. 10,000/-  students.

d) Institute with the total sanctioned intake  upto  1500   Rs. 15,000/-  students.

The entry fee is  compulsory for all the colleges/institutes  and it will be  paid by each college whether participating or not  in the Youth  Festival.

8. All the participants and accompanists of different colleges must posses their identity cards during the festival. No student or faculty member of any institute shall be allowed entry if he/ she does not have his/ her identity card in possession.

All the participants (including staff) must have their identity card and then preferably mounted in string strap and worn around the neck.

9. Participants must adhere to the time limit specified and may be disqualified if the limits are violated.

10. In case of any technical fault in raising the curtain, the event shall be re-started after rectifying the fault  or else after making an alternative arrangements.

11. In all matters the decision of the jury shall be final.
